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Already an accomplished violinist, Mr. Wilson began an early interest in computers in the 7th grade. Though he aggressively continued his musical studies, he began building computers at age 13 and taught himself the GWBasic programming language at age 14, writing his first database application at age 15. During Brian’s Junior year at Duluth High School (near Atlanta), he worked as a systems integrator of Micro Four mini-computers at Computer Software, Inc. of Norcross, GA. There, he built cables, patchbays and installed systems on client-site.
His full-time post-secondary education began at the Cleveland Institute of Music (CIM) and Case Western Reserve University at University Circle, in Cleveland, OH. During his first year at the University, Brian took a Pascal programming class, as well as other programming and data processing classes, and became involved with CIM’s IT department, volunteering to assist in some of the programming needs of the facility. He turned that involvement into a summer job, during which he wrote a multi-user, student management dBASE III+ application used for years at CIM. His software development interest finally led him to a career in IT. 
After graduation, Brian served in various roles for Borland International, in Scotts Valley, CA, for the next two years. He worked in the Technical Support and Quality Assurance departments of the Development organization. During that time, he was published as Technical Editor of several computer books, by Prentice Hall (QUE), including Quattro Pro, Quattro Pro for Windows and dBASE. He also authored Quattro Pro for Windows; Everything You Need to Know (1992, Prima Books).
In early 1993, Mr. Wilson found his way home from California and began carving out a niche in the Georgia market as a software test automation developer, working on notable projects such as DCA’s CrossTalk for Windows Version 1. During this time, Brian developed an MS-Windows document imaging solution for an insurance industry client, using PowerFlow, Optika, Visual Basic for Windows, COLD (Computer Output to Laser Disc) and InfoConnect for Windows. Other assignments through 1995 allowed him to develop his depth as a lead software development engineer with projects for Federated Systems Group, Emory Vision Correction Center and SQL Financials International.
During the spring of 1995, the entrepreneurial vision began to unfold for Brian and his interest focused on the emerging technologies of the Internet and World Wide Web. The vision was implemented and an ISP (internet service provider) company, OnRamp Internet Service, Inc. (ORIS), was founded. The company had POP’s (Points of Presence) in Gadsden (Internet Gadsden) and Tuscaloosa (Internet Tuscaloosa), AL in September of 1995. As new technologies began to emerge and pressures began to mount on smaller ISP’s by the regional telco’s, Brian sold his business to a regional competitor and returned to software development consulting.
As an ORIS e-commerce consultant, assignments took him to Chicago, Toronto, and Rockville, MD for NCR/AT&T Global Information Systems. While on assignment in Dallas, Texas to re-engineer the SQA Process for the Southland, multi-billion dollar POS project, Mr. Wilson was key in integrating data and communications with over 5,000 Seven-Eleven stores in the U.S. and Southland Corporation and in Toronto on the multi-billion dollar POS-ONE project, his endeavors led to more than 130,000 installations in USPO Branches throughout the United States.
In 1996, Mr. Wilson founded TechSouth Consulting, LLC, a software development, testing and project management consulting firm, based in Atlanta, GA. Electronic commerce now served as his new niche market. Among the many projects he and his TechSouth colleagues undertook between 1996-present, include many large projects for Global 1000 companies. 
From 1997 through the present, Mr. Wilson has focused his professional development in the area of enterprise computing performance engineering and measurement.
In 1999, Mr. Wilson embarked on his advanced education at the American InterContinental University (AIU) in Atlanta, where he obtained his Masters of Information Technology degree in at the end of 2001. Brian obtained a Top Security Clearance during a contract with Southern Nuclear Company’s Vogtle Electric Generating Plant in Augusta, GA while working as a Y2K Consultant. 
Mr. Wilson is a member of the Association of Computing Machinery (ACM) and the Computer Measurements Group, was inducted into the First Edition of Marqui's Who's Who in Media and Communications in 1998, the First Edition of Marqui's Who's Who in Information Technology in 2000 and the 60th Edition of Who’s Who in America in 2006. 
Brian developed and delivered the first ever computing performance engineering course for the Georgia Institute of Technology (Georgia Tech) in 2005 (CS4803EPR) and established the Georgia Tech Performance Lab. Mr. Wilson is a Mercury LoadRunner (performance test tool) Certified Product Consultant (CPC) and Certified Instructor (CI) and currently works for TechSouth Consulting, LLC.
